A Recommended Read from Pastor Bethany 
 

 
Evolving in Monkey Town is a first person account of how a girl who knew all the 
answers learned to ask the questions. Raised in a strict Christian family, church 
and school in the town made famous by the Scopes Trials,  Rachel Held Evans’ 

faith began to unravel in college. As she encountered people of different walks of 
life the long held, often judgmental mindset she had been raised with, started to 
fall apart. This is the story of how she pushed back against the faith beliefs of her 
upbringing and emerged more deeply committed to God and more fully able to 
love her neighbor. Evans sadly passed away in 2019 at age 37 due to an allergic 
reaction to medication. Though her life was cut short her writing continues to 
encourage people who wonder if they actually have it all figured out or if God
